JOSEF ZIELENIEC

He worked for many years as research fellow and university lecturer of economics. Co-founder and Vice-
Chairman of ODS (Civic Democratic Party) from 1991 to 1997, when he resigned from all his functions.
Since 1993 he served as Foreign Affairs Minister of the Czech Republic, since 1996 he also held the
position of Deputy Prime Minister. He was elected Senator in 2000 in the first round of the election as
independent. In 2002 he became a delegate of the Senate to the Convention on the Future of Europe,
where he participated at the preparation of the draft EU Constitution. From 2004 Josef Zieleniec has
been a Member of the European Parliament within the Group of the European People’s Party (Christian
Democrats) and European Democrats, member of the Committee on Foreign Affairs and a substitute
member of the Committee on Economic and Monetary Affairs.

Josef Zieleniec je docentem ekonomie, které zasvétil fadu let, mimo jiné jako vyzkumny pracovnik a
vysokosgkolsky pedagog. Byl spoluzakladatelem ODS a jejim mistoptedsedou v letech 1991-1997, kdy
rezignoval na viechny své funkce. Od roku 1993 byl ministrem zahrani¢i Ceské republiky a po volbach v
roce 1996 zastdval také utad mistoptedsedy vlady. V roce 2000 byl Josef Zieleniec zvolen v prvnim kole
jako nezavisly sendtorem. V inoru 2002 se stal delegatem Sendtu v Konventu o budoucnosti Evropy a
podilel se tak na p#ipravé navrhu Ustavy pro Evropu. Od roku 2004 je poslancem Evropského parlamentu,
¢lenem klubu Evropské lidové strany (kfestanskych demokratti) a Evropskych demokrati. Je ¢lenem
Vyboru pro zahrani¢ni véci a ndhradnikem v Hospodatském a ménovém vyboru.
