OLIVIER UBEDA

Since 2008 Mr. Olivier Ubéda has been Delegate for European Affairs of the UMP party responsible for following
the French EU Presidency, strengthening work at the European People’s Party, and preparing the European
campaign of the party in June 2009. In addition he is city counsellor of Melle City. From 1998 to 2000, he was
public relations adviser in the cabinet of Jean-Pierre Soisson, president of the Regional Council of Burgundy. From
2000 to 2002 he worked as public relations and political affairs advisor in the cabinet of Jean-Pierre Raffarin, the-
then president of the Regional Council of Poitou-Charentes (become Prime Minister in 2002). In 2002, he became
head of public relations department in the newly created UMP, chaired by Alain Juppé. From 2005, under the new
President of the UMP Nicolas SARKOZY he was Deputy Director of Communication and public relation. During the
2007 presidential campaign, he was in charge of organizing all the candidate rallies.

Od roku 2008 je Olivier Ubéda tajemnik UMP pro evropské zaleZitosti se zodpovédnosti za francouzské
predsednictvi EU, posilovani spoluprace v ramci Evropské strany lidové a pfipravy volebni kampané do Evropského
parlamentu v ¢ervnu 2009. Soucasné je ¢lenem zastupitelstva ve mésté Melle. V letech 1998-2000 byl ¢lenem
kabinetu Jean-Pierra Soissona, hejtmana Burgundského kraje, zodpovédny za vztahy s vetejnosti. Od roku 2000
do r. 2002 ptisobil v kabinetu Jean-Pierra Raffarina, tehdej$iho hejtmana kraje Poitou-Charentes (od r. 2002
ministerského predsedy), jako poradce pro vztahy s vetejnosti a politické zaleZitosti. V roce 2002 stanul v cele
odboru vztaht s vetejnosti v nové vzniklé UMP, vedené Alainem Juppé. Od roku 2005, kdy se stal novym
predsedou UMP Nicolas Sarkozy, byl zastupcem teditele komunikace a public relations. V pribéhu prezidentské
kampané v roce 2007 byl zodpovédny za sjezdy a volebni mitinky.
