2. Chairman’s introductory remarks

Dear friends and supporters of European Values,

The conclusion and signing of the Lisbon Treaty was without
doubt the most important event of the last year. Following
its ratification, the treaty will open the door to a more
effective, democratic, and operational European Union. We
consider the strengthening of the European Parliament to
be one of the most significant innovations, not only as far as
the decision-making and budget negotiation processes are
concerned, but also in the explicit requirement to respect
the result of the European election in the appointment of
the President of the European Commission. It opens up
the possibility of a more distinct and direct link between
the European Commission and the European Parliament.
Such movement can be seen as a promise for the
further politicisation of the EU that we consider a cure
for the bureaucratic stiffness of its institutions and weak
involvement of citizens.

On the first day of the last year, EU enlargement to Central
and Eastern Europe was finally completed. Romania and
Bulgaria are welcomed despite the fact that they were
not fully prepared for the accession. Concerning further
expansion, the EU should definitely offer full membership
to Serbia. On the contrary, the accession of Turkey and
Ukraine is questionable. In our view, enlargement is not
always the best approach for setting up the most effective
and mutually beneficial partnerships, which should be the
priority just next to the internal cohesion of the Union.

We consider the establishment of the “group of wise men”
to be very important when discussing the future of the EU.
We are convinced that the topic of the future of EU borders
will not be ignored, in spite of its withdrawal from the
group’s mandate. It is not possible to isolate the discussions

on European policies, the Union’s internal configuration,
and relationships with neighbouring countries, from the
debate about the external framework and borders, within
which European integration will continue.

In the area of external relations, we have closely followed the
intensifying and aggressive Russian rhetoric, as well as the
strengthening of the autocratic power of Vladimir Putin
at the expense of a democratic opposition. The European
Union has not been able to face up to and oppose Russia
on the basis of unity, especially in the domain of energy
security. This is a mistake that the EU and, above all, the
bigger member states have to correct.

Aggressive Russian rhetoric has been manifested in the
Czech Republic, especially when it comes to American
missile defence plans. The Russian reaction alone should be
a strong enough impulse for the Czech Republic to adhere
to the Western community and to its firm partnership with
the United States. At the same time, it is important for the
Czech government to communicate openly, timely, and
legibly with its partners in the EU and NATO, not only with
regard to the construction of the radar in Brdy, but also with
regard to the Visa Waiver Programme.

The enlargement of the Schengen area was an all-
Furopean event - in a symbolic way, it has completed the
accession of the new member countries by confirming the
free movement of persons. Still, most Central European
countries lack one important component of their full
integration into the EU - the adoption of the Euro, the
Union's common currency. We perceive as distinctly
negative the indefinite postponement of the adoption
of the Euro, as declared by the Czech government. Such
postponement blocks the potential of the export-oriented
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Czech economy and thus is unfavourable for a great number
of Czech businesses. From a political point of view, such an
approach pushes the Czech Republic to the periphery of
the integration process, which will cause long-term negative
consequences for us in the future.

It is not a cliché for us when we keep on repeating that
the European Union is above all the most appropriate
response to the economic, political and security challenges
in the age of globalisation. The current Union has many
shortcomings, and a number of its policies require extensive
reforms. Nevertheless, for countries such as the Czech
Republic, there is no other alternative than to explicitly
and resolutely sign up to the idea of European integration,
and in its own interest actively participate in the Union's
positive development as a responsible, constructive, and
comprehensible player. European Values will strive to
encourage such an approach from political representatives
in the Czech Republic in 2008.

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3. About us

European Values is a non-governmental, not-for-profit, pro-
European think-and-action tank that works to promote
freedom, personal responsibility, and active civil society.
Our main national programmes are: regular public debates
in the "European Club’, annual international conferences,
and summer school programs for university students. The
international programme “European Values Network” is
organized on the European level.

The beginning of European Values goes back to the year
2005whenthe Association for EuropeanValueswasfounded.
The first project of the new organization was the European
Club - an open platform for the exchange of opinions
between the public, politicians, scholars, journalists, and
businessmen. European Club hosted many significant
speakers, such as Members of European Parliament Jana
Hybaskova, Libor Roucek, Jan Zahradil, and Josef Zieleniec.
Among other participants were Jifi Dienstbier, Ex-Minister
of Foreign Affairs, and Tomas Halik, President of Czech
Christian Academy. The Association for European Values
was also one of the main organizers of the Europe-wide
citizens'initiative “Voice for Europe,’ part of which involved
collecting signatures for a petition against the opening of
accession negotiations between Turkey and the EU.

In 2006 the Association expanded its programmes. After
the European Club, where among the speakers were
Tomés Klvana, Alexandr Vondra, Jifi Pehe, Adam Cerny, Petr
Jezek, and the French philosopher André Glucksmann, we
began the first Summer School for university students,
entitled “From Identity Towards Integration.” The purpose
of this educational programme was to create conditions
for analyzing the mutual relationships between the
phenomenon of European identity and the process of
European integration. The participants, mainly Czech
university students, attended various workshops (e.g.

simulation of the European Council) and lectures, and
participated in discussions with politicians. Among the
lecturers were Josef Zieleniec MEP, Karel Kovanda, Deputy
Director General for External Relations of the European
Commission, Jan Kohout, Ambassador to the EU, Michael
Zantovsky, Ambassador to Israel, Radim Marada, Professor of
sociology, and Rudolf Kucera, Professor of political science,
who was the academic guarantor of the programme

In May 2006 we organized our first annual international
conference, "European Values and Identity for the 21st
Century”. The conference was organized together with
the International Institute of Political Science (IIPS) in Brno
and was held under the patronage of Elmar Brok, the
Chairman of the Foreign Affairs Committee of the European
Parliament, and Stanislav Jurdnek, the Governor of the
South Moravian Region. The main task of the conference
was to define European values and identity, and to show
how they determine the inner policy process within the
EU. Among the participants were Nikolas Busse, a journalist
from the Frankfurt newspaper Allgemeine Zeitung, Petr
Drulak, Director of the Institute of International Relations
Prague, Bretislav Dancdak, Director of IIPS, the former
Austrian Ambassador to NATO, Erich Hochleitner, and
political scientist Alexandr Tomsky.

In 2007, the organization changed its name to “European
Values,” and expanded its activities to the European level
with the European Values Network programme.

In three years European Values has become one of the
leading organizations in the Czech civil sector, contributing
to the public debate about the state and development of
Europe and the Czech Republic within it. Since the very
beginning the association has sought to systematically
contribute to supporting and introducing European values
in civil, political, and expert spheres.

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4. The list of activities in the year 2007

4.1 European Values Network

The European Values Network (EVN) is a platform open to
all who believe that in order to successfully address global
challenges, the European Union should become a real
political community consciously rooted in its values and
cultural heritage. The aim of the EVN is to create a lively
network of active European citizens who want to engage in
searching for and formulating alternative solutions to make
Europe freer, safer, stronger, and more prosperous. The EVN
operates through working groups on the most urgent policy
issues, workshop meetings in Brussels, e-commmunication, and
conferences. These evenets take palce in Brussels and Prague
where the participants discusse with experts, academics
and represenstatives of the European Parliament and the
Commission. The outcome of the EVN is a publication of
policy-papers which is than widely distributed among
institutions and organizations in the EU.

The first European Values Network took place under the
auspices of MEP Elmar Brok and with the support of MEP
Josef Zieleniec. Among the 43 participants from 17 EU
countries were many students of Masters programmes
from leading European Universities (Universities van
Amsterdam, Rheinischen  Friedrich-Wilhelms-Universitat
Bonn — Zentrum fir Européische Integrationsforschung,
Sciences Po Paris, College of Europe in Brugge, and the
University of Maastricht). The framework of the programme
allowed participants to visit the European Commission,
European Parliament, and the Permanent Representation of
the Czech Republic to the EU. The participants also wrote
five policy papers on the following issues:

How should EU institutions be reformed in order to improve
efficiency and motivate citizens to engage with it more?
Where should the borders of the EU be drawn, and how

shall we deal with our diverse neighbourhood?

How shall the challenge of immigration to Europe be
addressed?

How can we comply with responsibility to future
generations as far as the economy and the environment are
concerned?

What should the EU do in order to reinforce the promotion
of its interests in the world?

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4.2 European Club

Regular public debates in the “European Club” have one
main aim - to address issues of great importance to
our society and the European continent.

VWro¢nimezindrodnikonferencejekazdoro¢nénejdllezitéjsi
domaci akci Evropskych hodnot, na které predni evropsti
experti diskutuji a analyzuji nejvyznamnéjsi vyzvy, kterym
Evropa Celi.

Rok 2007 zacal pro Evropskou unii jiz Sestym rozsitenim
o daldi dva nové clenské staty, Bulharsko a Rumunsko, a
soucasné s tim byla vedena stale vice napjatd diskuse
ohledné perspektiv dalsiho rozsifovani. Druha vyro¢ni
konference Evropskych hodnot, jejimz tématem byly pravé
JHranice, rozsifovani a sousedstvi EU’, dala prostor pro
realistickou a vyvazenou debatu o stanoveni hranic EU a
nalezeni nejlepsiho modelu spoluprace s nasimi sousedy.
Pravé debata o hranicich EU totiz patfi k nejzasadnéjsim
tématim pro celou Evropu, protoze je Uzce spojena s
budouci orientaci Evropského spolecenstvi a novou
architekturou evropského kontinentu. Zejména v Ceské
republice, zemi, jez v prvni poloviné roku 2009 povede
dalsi sméfovani EU, bylo otevieni konstruktivni diskuse o
budoucim vymezeni Evropské unie zcela nezbytné.

9. listopadu 2007, se konala pod zastitou Markéty Reedové,
nameéstkyné primatora hl. m.

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4.3 Annual International Conference
“Enlargement, Borders and Neighbourhood of
the EU”

The annual international conference is the most important

domestic activity organized by European Values every year.

Ouraimis to create conditions for leading European experts
to discuss and analyze the biggest challenges which the
EU faces today.

The European Union began 2007 with its 6th enlargement
as two more states, Bulgaria and Rumania, became
members. This recent enlargement accelerated an already
tense discussion about further enlargement policy in the
EU. The second annual conference “Enlargement, Borders
and Neighbourhood of the EU" created a platform for a
realistic and well balanced debate on border policy and
the possibilities of further enlargement of the European
Union. It also proposed answers to questions arising within
the following context: What is the best way of cooperating
with neighbours at the European level? The debate about
EU borders seems to be of the greatest importance for
the whole of Europe because of the direct connection
between outer borders and the inner organization and
orientation of the community. A serious debate on these
strategic questions is all the more important since the
Czech Republicis holding the EU Presidency during the first
half of 2009. The constructive discussion about the future
configuration of the European Union is clearly necessary.

The conference was held on November 9, 2007, in the
Prague New City Hall and was headed under the auspices

of Markéta Reedova, the Deputy Mayor of the City of Prague,
and under the academic auspices of Sciences-Po Paris and
its European program in Dijon. The program was divided
into three sections: it began with two panels focusing on
practical aspects, and a third panel analyzing the political
level.

The conference contributed answers to the following
questions:

What are the criteria for the borders of a political
community?

The limits of enlargibility in relation to our partners
— what arrangement of relations between the EU and its
neighbours is most suitable?

Borders and enlargement: What direction for a strong
Europe?

Amongthespeakerswereleading European political experts
and scholars — e.g. Michel Foucher, French Ambassador-at-
Large for EU Affairs, John Palmer, former Political Director of
the European Policy Centre, Franz Fischler, former European
Commissioner, Sylvie Goulard, President of the European

Na panelovou diskuzi navazovaly predndsky, které se
zaméfily na definovani problematickych oblasti fungovani
stavajici EU.

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4.4 Educational Programme

Summer School 2007: Ways towards an effective
European Union

The Summer School belongs to the list of permanent
programmes of European Values. The intention is to
enrich and deepen the knowledge and understanding of
university students of the European Union, especially in
fields which are not commonly dealt with at universities.
Students have a unique opportunity to attend interactive
workshops and lectures delivered by leading scholars, and
experts with political experience, such as diplomats and
politicians. The programme is interactive and consists of
diverse workshops and simulations.

The second year of the Summer School programme
focused on “Ways towards an effective European Union”
During the workshops twentyfour motivated university
students identified the most urgent challenges which the
EU faces today. The students discussed these issues with
experts in the field and also proposed recommendations
how should these challenges be addressed.

The Summer School 2007 also opened a panel discussion,
and among the speakers were Jana Hybaskova, MEP, Ondfej
Liska, the Chairman of the Committee on European Affairs
of the Parliament of the Czech Republic, and Marek More,
Deputy Vice Prime Minister for European Affairs. The

panel discussion was followed by lectures focusing on
defining problematic fields with the EU. Single lectures
also analyzed current EU policies and reflected possible
solutions and challenges for the Czech Republic and
Europe in the 21st century.

The main speaker and academic guarantor was Vice
Dean Marketa Pitrova (Masaryk University, Brno). Professor
Pitrova analyzed the democratic deficit and unconcern
of European Citizens in EU functioning. Member of the
European Parliament Josef Zieleniec spoke about the
politicization of European Institutions. Ludék Urban, Jean
Monet Professor at Charles University, introduced the
economical threats of European integration, and Tomas
Karasek (Charles University) closed the event with a paper
analyzing the effectivness of EU external relations policy.

The academic lectures followed interactive workshops,
simulating the procedures of the European Parliament.
Students obtained practical knowledge of the European
Parliament, experienced how collaboration within factions,
committees and plenum works, and received a certain idea
of what it takes to be an MEP. The aim of the workshop was
to answer in a resolution the question: “What challenges
will the EU face in ten years time and how to get ready
now?”

and European Parliament such as Michael Leigh, Director
General for Enlargement, Michael Gahler, MEP and
Vice-chairman of the Committee on Foreign Affairs,
Rutger Wissels, Director European Neighborhood Policy
Coordination in the External Relations DG, and with
analytics from European Policy Centre.
